4800 deaths every day

Of the 4800 people who die of tuberculosis every day…

… The vast majority are in the developing world.
In the USA, tuberculosis infected migrants are put in isolation.
They are kept alone in a room where even the air is filtered to stop the tuberculosis bacteria from spreading.

Infected American citizens who refuse to take treatment can also be forcibly quarantined.
By keeping infected patients in isolation, the US government hopes to keep citizens safe from tuberculosis.

This is an ethical dilemma.
